1.          a letter to your friends back in Britain explaining why your family decided to make the hazardous voyage.  (Think about… Where was your original home?  How many members of ths family were there?  What were your living and working conditions like in Britain?  How did you hear about NZ) 
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2.          at least five journal/diary notations describing your crossing    (Think about-  how did your family get to the ship? when did you depart?  what port of departure did you use?   what route did your ship take?  did you make any stops on your journey across the ocean?  how long was the voyage at sea? what was the weather like?  what did you do on the boat? what type of cabin did you have? was there any illness on the ship? how did your family adjust to life on the ship? what port did you dock at in New Zealand? )
3.          pictures or a description or a diary entry of your arrival at a port in New Zealand (Think about-  What port in NZ did you arrive at? What landmarks did you see when you arrived?  What did you see in the township? How did you feel? Who was there to meet you?   How did you find your way to your new home?  Where was it – in town, on a farm, was it just a piece of land?)
4.          a paragraph explaining where you live and how you came to live in the area  you choose ( Think about- What route did you take to your new home?  What streets are located in your new neighborhood? 

What businesses, public buildings etc located in your new locality (neighborhood)?  What other places does your family frequent in your neighbourhood?)
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         a description of daily life in your new environment (THINK ABOUT What routines does your family follow in your new home?  How is daily life different from life back in your home country?  How are meals cooked?  How are things washed? What jobs are there, What about schooling? What about your new home is similar to your old home?  What are the biggest challenges your family faces in adapting to their new life?)
